The Leadership School is named after Herbert F. Scobie minn32. Brother Scobie was Triangle’s first full-
time Executive Director and was instrumental in the formation of the national programs and national
headquarters which, at the time, was located in Evanston, Illinois. During the August 6-9, 1994
Leadership School held in Madison, Wisconsin, the National Council approved a motion to rename the
school to honor Brother Scobie’s longtime service to the Fraternity.

DATES & LOCATION
The Herbert Scobie Leadership School will be held June 26-29, 2008 in Terre Haute, Indiana, on the
campus of Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology.

COST

Each active organization is billed $75 per person (or $150 total) for 2 actives to attend HSLS. The fee
includes all meals, lodging, and leadership school materials. The fee does not include travel.

TRAVEL

Attendees need to arrive by 1:00 pm on Thursday, June 26". The leadership school will conclude at noon
on Sunday, June 29"

TRAVEL SCHOLARSHIP

For those members that are more than a 5-hour drive from the Rose-Hulman campus, they will have an
opportunity to apply for a scholarship to apply toward their travel.
